In this account of an appearance after his resurrection, Jesus opens the minds 
of the disciples to understand him as Messiah. Jesus convinces them that he 
has been raised and sends them on a mission to proclaim the message of 
repentance and forgiveness.

Nigel says he wrote the 
text overnight inspired by a benediction given by Diane 
Strickland on the Saturday afternoon of that Hymn Society 
meeting. The benediction is a paraphrase of the 
traditional Celtic prayer: 

 

May the Christ who walks on wounded feet walk with you on the road. 
May the Christ who serves with wounded hands stretch out your hands to serve. 

May the Christ who loves with a wounded heart open your hearts to love. 
May you see the face of Christ in everyone you meet,
